Course :   Spanish I

Course Description
In Spanish I, the students develop the four language skills:  listening, reading, speaking, and writing. The course offers communicative activities that provide realistic practice of important language functions.
Goals
The students will demonstrate basic recognition of new vocabulary and progress to production.
The students will enhance their knowledge of Spanish through dialogues, skits, and/or storytelling.
The students will increase their literacy in Spanish through reading different types of selections.
The students will demonstrate an understanding of the different cultures of Spanish-speaking countries.

Outline for SY 2009-2010
First advisory:   greetings, introductions, basic Spanish phrases, the Spanish alphabet, basic classroom commands, colors, numbers, intonation, pronunciation, Spanish-speaking countries, learning the importance of being bilingual, likes and dislikes, subject pronouns, ser, estar, tener, question words, definite and indefinite articles, gender of nouns, noun and gender agreement, the indirect object pronouns me, te, le, and les, currency in Spanish-speaking countries

Second advisory:  class schedules, telling time,  describing people and things, talking about things we like and why, definite and indefinite articles(continued), ‘ser’+time, adjective agreement, tag words to form questions, possession with ‘de’, the Day of the Dead in Mexico, making requests, present tense of regular verbs, telling age with the verb ‘tener’, the verbs IR, ESTAR+location, cultural notes about Mexico and Chile

Third advisory:  prepositions, jugar vs. tocar, the contractions al and del, clothing vocabulary, popular sports in Spanish-speaking countries, Christmas in Mexico and other Spanish-speaking countries, ir+a+infinitives, para+infinitives, -ar, -er, -ir verbs, traditional/ authentic Hispanic food, recipes, the weather, months and seasons of the year, family vocabulary, readings and print materials from Spanish-speaking countries

Fourth advisory:  talking on the telephone, accepting/turning down invitations, common telephone expressions and courtesies, public transportation, getting around town, ordering in a restaurant, asking for and paying a bill in a restaurant, stem-changing verbs, expressions with ‘tener’, numbers 200-1,000,000, print materials from Spanish-speaking countries

Resources : maps, dry erase boards, charts, flashcards, print materials, powerpoint, Español 1 by Mc Dougal Littell

Assessment:  content quizzes, one-on-one interviews, presentations, peer evaluations, oral and written evaluations
