Violoncello Technique II -- Course Syllabus

Course: Violoncello Technique 11
Credit: One Carnegie Unit
Course Description:

A class in which a small group of cello players at a similar level of advancement are given
technical instruction, including how to play and how to practice. They acquire facility with major
and minor scales, key signatures, and arpeggios (both theoretical principles and performance).
They are also introduced to solo repertory and music for very small ensembles of like instruments.
A remediation component is part of this course, allowing for one-on-one instruction where it is
needed to supplement the class work.

All scales, major and minor, two octaves with arpeggios, using detached bowings and slurs in the

Course Outline:

Every class session: scales and arpeggios (major and mihor, sequenced according to level of
technical difficulty); etude (sequence in etude book or chosen according to students' needs).

As needed, and if time permits: string ensemble music drill.
